In the courtyard of the La Salle-Mirandilla school, on Thursday, November 5, at 6:30 p.m. the stamp of the 110 
ANNIVERSARY of Cádiz CF was presented. Cádiz CF has its origins in the La Salle-Mirandilla school football team, 
Mirandilla FC. It takes its yellow and blue colors, from the Lasallian colors, just like Miandilla FC had them. 

With the attendance of 10 people, José Manuel Caneda, a teacher at La Salle-Mirandilla school, welcomed the 
restricted event. The label was discovered by the director of the La Salle-Mirandilla school Priscila Bouveta with 
José Mata. They commented on the technical data of the stamp and the maximum card Francisco Velázquez, as 
president of the Sociedad Filatélica Gaditana, who recalled that said society has been present in 75 ANV., With a 
postmark and philatelic exhibition, in 50 ANV. of the Carranza Trophy, with postmarks and philatelic exhibition 
and in the CENTENARIO with philatelic exhibition and stamp. The seal design of the 110 ANV. It is the work of 
Antonio Valiente Bey, from the Sociedad Philatelic Gaditana and the logo on the stamp is the work of Antonio 
Caro. Juan Antonio Casas, as president of the Spanish Association of Maximaphily ASEMA, presented the 
maximum card of the 110 ANV. logo. highlighting that it keeps the concordances of motive, place and time 
required by the Maximaphily Regulation and recalled, as Paco Velázquez had also commented, that together with 
the Gaditana Philatelic Society we are present in all the Cadiz events that request our collaboration. José Mata 
thanked the collaboration of the two philatelic societies and presented a reproduction of the stamp to the 
presidents of both societies. Then José Mata thanked the director of the center for the opportunity to present this 
stamp at the school that gave rise to Cádiz CF and gave its director a framed reproduction of the stamp. The short 
event ended with a few words from the director of the La Salle-Mirandilla school Priscila Bouveta and some 
photos with everyone present. All those attending the event express our desire that Cádiz CF continue to succeed 
in the first division (R. Madrid 0-Cádiz CF 1).

Charter of European Challenge of Maximaphily

Ce Challenge sera organisé uniquement 
si au moins 5 associations maximaphiles européennes y 
participent. 

2 - Les associations qui souhaitent participer à ce Chal-
lenge doivent sélectionner 2 ou 3 collections (jeunes ou 
adultes) de niveau national pour les représenter. Elles 
informent les organisateurs de leur décision de partici-
per au Challenge. Seules les 2 meilleures collections de 
chaque association sont prises en compte pour le clas-
sement final.

With the aim of developing friendly relations and of 
federating the European maximaphilists, and to devel-
op the maximaphily, The European Challenge of Maxi-
maphily was created in 2007. 

1 – The Challenge was organized by the association that 
wins it. In 2017, it was won by the Netherlands Maxi-
maphily Association in Sestri Levante (Italy). In agree-
ment with the A.M. of Netherlands, Les Maximaphiles 
Français will organise the next edition in 2021.This Chal-
lenge will be organised so at least 5 European associa-
tions take part in it. 

2 - The associations wishing to take part in this Chal-
lenge must select 2 or 3 collections (young people or 
adult) of national level to represent them. They inform 
the organizers of their decision to take part in the Chal-
lenge. The collections having already obtained the 
maximum reward in an international exhibition are not 
allowed. Only the 2 best collections of each association 
are taken into account for the final classification. 

3 - A trophy will be awarded to the association with the 
highest number of points. The awarded association re-
ceiving the trophy will engage to put it back in competi-
tion at the occasion of a philatelic exhibition organized 
in its country. In the event of impossibility, it will be 
called upon volunteers from the other associations. 

4 - The collections are judged according to FIP criterion 
of judgment by a jury the members of which being of 
national level and coming from at least two of the par-
ticipating countries. 

5 - The Organizing Committee takes responsibility for 
the expenses of meals and lodging of the Members of 
the jury from Friday at midday to Sunday at midday. 
Travelling expenses and personal expenditure will be 
payable by each Member of the jury. 

6 - Depending on the health situation, the Organizing 
Committee reserves the right to postpone, cancel the 
competition or finalize it in a virtual space (scans or pho-
tocopies of collections).

Roumanie - Roumania 

Romania, the country where philately has defeated pandemics 
 
Philatelic Romania presents itself this year, 2020, in 

front of Europe and not only, by the “philatelic miracle” 

that occurred in Sibiu, a city situated in the center of 

the country. 

Sibiu - a medieval city impregnated by the European 

spirit, founded by the Saxon colonists in the 12th 

century, has preserved a strong German fingerprint 

until the 19th century. In our days Sibiu means a 

community with traditions and opening for arts, culture 

and civilizations in this Romanian area. The city is 

organized around a magnificent large square where the 

famous Brukenthal Museum, the Council Tower and the 

new City Hall stay together in harmony. The town has 

also many religious buildings, including a German 

evangelic cathedral from the 14th century, a baroque 

Catholic church built by Austrians in the 18th century 

and a monumental Greek-orthodox cathedral built in 

the 19th century. The city is also famous for being 

European Cultural capital in 2007, together with 

Luxembourg. Philately, as an act of culture has old 

traditions in this Transylvanian town, too. This is the 

town where the initiative of organizing a national 

Exhibition with international participation – ONE FRAME – was taken at the end of 2019 by Mr. Nicolae Salade, the 

president of Philatelic Association of Sibiu County. But, at the beginning of 2020 Planet Earth, Europe and Romania 

are hit by the terrible COVID-19 pandemics, with a more and more sinister evolution, and it occurred a deep 

uncertainty if the organization of such a large meeting will be possible. Fortunately, Prof. Salade, an enthusiast of 

philately and maximaphily, an action man with 

vision, holds strongly on this project and finally 

manages to transform the impossible into an 

exceptional possible. Thus, a grand and beautiful 

philatelic exhibition – ONE FRAME – took place in 

Sibiu, from 23 to 25 of October, under the 

restrictions generated by pandemics. It was not 

easy, but a small group of aficionados, supervised 

by Mr. Nicolae Salade succeeded into “philatelics 

beating pandemics”, inscribing this meeting in the 

history of philately as the “Pandemics exhibition”.  
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Of course, to this victory have contributed exhibitors from all the philatelic classes, from Romania and abroad, 

which have promptly answered the call of the 

organizers. Hence, in the exhibition there were 

displayed 140 exhibits (7 of them Hors concours), 

from 14 countries: Austria (5 exhibits), Belgium (1), 

Brazil (2), France (5), Germany (2), Hungary (10), 

Italy (6), Luxembourg (4), Poland (1), Republic of 

Moldova (3), Romania (76), Serbia (13), Slovenia (4) 

and Spain (1). Among them, 114 have been into the 

adult class, and 16 in the youth one. The most 

exhibits were of maximaphily – 47, 33 were thematic 

philately, 19 cartophily, 14 postal history and 10 

aero - and astrophilately. 

The jury has decided to award 133 diplomas/medals, according to the grades obtained by each participant. The 
following have been awarded: 6 diplomas in rank of gold medal, 15 – large vermeil, 21 – vermeil, 14 – large silver, 
40 – silver, 25 – silver-bronze and 12 – bronze, respectively. At the maximaphily class there were awarded 1 medal 
in rank of gold, 3 - large vermeil, 5 – vermeil, 2 – large silver, 19 – silver, 7 – silver-bronze and 4 – bronze, 1 diploma 
respectively. 

To the success of the ONE FRAME International exhibition of Sibiu 2020 have also contributed the partnership 
between the Philatelic Association of Sibiu and the Romanian Society of Maximaphily “Dr. Valeriu Neaga”, but of a 
paramount importance was the important logistic support provided by the Mayoralty of Sibiu, by the ASTRA

SIBIU, October 23-25, 2020 
 

 The jury of the national exhibition with international participation “One Frame”, which took place at 
Sibiu, in the period October 23-25, 2020, consisted of Marius Muntean – President, Adrian Miutiu – member, 
Viorel Nicolau – member and Valentine Golea – secretary. 

The jury has noted that for the exhibition there were registered 136 exhibits, plus other 7 ones hors-
concurs, belonging to the jurors and their families. Within the exhibition have been presented 116 exhibits in the 
Adults class and 17 ones in the Youth class, belonging to philatelists from Austria, Belgium, Brazil, France, 
Germany, Hungary, Italy, Luxembourg, Poland, Republic of  Moldova, Romania, Serbia, Slovenia and Spain. 

The jury has carefully examined the quality and content of the presented exhibits and has decided to 
award 133 diplomas in rank medals, according to the grades obtained by each exhibitor. There have been 
awarded the following diplomas: 6 gold medals, 15 large vermeil, 21 vermeil, 14 large silver, 40 silver, 25 silver-
bronze and 12 bronze, respectively.
